In some states, water governance is closely related
to crop conservation and management, but these
are mainly deccan states , The water policy of dif-
ferent states in INDIA are differently oriented due
to geography and culture. For example, Meghala-
ya has a system called drip irrigation , which is
used to conserve rain water

During a conference on the India-Israel Strategic
Partnership on Water held on November 18, 2019,
Minister Gajendra Singh Shekhawat expressed a
collaborative sentiment, stating, "Let’s innovate
together, diverge from conventional thinking, and
support each other in overcoming challenges.
Let’s unite to generate synergy in the mission to
save lives, preserve water, and consequently safe-
guard the planet. The rise and growth of environ-
mentalism, ever since the Paris Climate Change
conference in 2016 has furthered the cause of wa-
ter conservation. The rise and growth of environ-
mental consciousness, especially against desertifi-
cation has led to a greater impact on the water re-
sources, especially in the water resources sector.
The central government has also promoted water
conservation by printing of figures like the Ran ki
Vav in the hundred rupee new note and organizing
small prize money quizzes for water conservation.
The rise and growth of water conservation practic-
es has also been furthered by the government por-
tal MyGov, which has been actively used by sev-
eral citizens. Water conservation is also a problem
in the case of hilly and rocky terrain areas like
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a rise growth of practices like Bori Baandh or
check dams which have been increased in practice
and also intellectuals like Rajendra Singh and Si-
mon Oraon have made significant intellectual con-
tributions to the cause of water conservation in
Jharkhand.

Several Non Government Organisations like Pra-
daan have contributed a lot in the growth and de-
velopment of water resource management in India.
We can also make a study of the Har Ghar, Har
Nal Jal project of the government of India in which
considerable progress has been made since 2019,
but the Covid crisis has made the project to a stand-
still.

The rise and growth of covid lockdown measures
had promoted water conservation to a great extent
in all parts of India. There was also a rise of gen-
eral environmental conservation in all parts of the
world. A reservoir of all the botanical resources in
India has been made, in addition to other natural
resources.

The rise of river cleaning projects, at the local, re-
gional and national levels have also given rise to
conservation of water projects. There is a great im-
pact on the health of the general people of these
projects. Some of the prominent examples are the
cleaning of local rivers like Phalgu in Gaya,
Sabarmati in Gujarat and Hampi in Karnataka.
There was a rise of initiative from the local people
on the cleanliness and rejuvenation project.

The Ganga river cleaning project has a lot of im-
pact on the water cleaning projects of north India.
Especially, cities like Varanasi, Prayagraj and Pat-
na have been affected, where people have been im-
pacted on a positive side due to cleaning of river
water. The rise of water conservation practices
have been detected to lead to rise in the general wa-
ter level and the water table.We need to observe
that wetlands and marshy lands have also led to the
rise of water levels at their respective places. Also,
there needs to be a geographical indicator to access
the water quality at respective places. The rise and
growth of environmental awareness, especially
with regards to conservation of wetlands has also
generated water consciousness and water conserva-

roughly 18 percent of the world population and
limited amount of water resources. The stress on
the water resources has been increasing with in-
creasing population density. The population den-
sity has been increasing continuously and there
has been a tremendous pressure on the water re-
sources , despite serious measures, both from the
government and non government side. We need to
understand that the growth of urban culture has
led to tremendous financial pressure on water re-
sources like Yamuna in Delhi. There has been a
continuous rise of NGOs working in the environ-
mental sector.

Also, generally people don’t care about water re-
sources until very necessary. The Kaveri river wa-
ter dispute between Karnataka and Tamil Nadu is
a great example of how natural resources can im-
pact the interstate and the relation between two
states. It has also impacted centre- state relations.
The NGOs have been impacted due to covid and
are yet to recover and work. Many of them have
been permanently closed. Also, the rise of water
conservation practices have developed in a refined
and scientific way.

The use of renewable energy and the launch and
leading of projects like LiFe (Lifestyle for Envi-
ronment) and ISA(International Solar Alliance) by
the Indian government has also promoted the
growth of water conservation.

1.3 Recent G-20 Summit and Water Govern-
ance :-The traditional and modern methods of wa-
ter conservation were shown to the G-20 delegates
in the recent G-20 Summit held in various parts of
India. The second session of the Environment and
Climate Sustainability Working Group com-
menced with a primary focus on water resource
management. Over 130 delegates from 19 G20
member countries, 9 invitee countries, and 13 in-
ternational organizations participated in the meet-
ing at The Mahatma Mandir in Gandhinagar, Gu-
jarat. In her opening address, the Ministry of Jal
Shakti welcomed delegates from G20 and invitee
countries, underscoring the essential role of holis-
tic water resource management in a nation's de-
velopment and the global quest for water security.
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collaboration and knowledge-sharing in the field ot
water resources was emphasized, with recognition
given to the valuable work and innovations in wa-
ter resource management by G20 members.The
G20 members and other participants subsequently
shared their best practices through presentations,
covering a range of themes such as integrated and
sustainable use of water resources, ecosystem man-
agement, waterbody restoration, rainwater manage-
ment, groundwater management, water efficiency
with adaptation to climate change, drought/flood
management, watershed management with a focus
on civil society participation, efficient water gov-
ernance, safe drinking water and wastewater man-
agement, water supply augmentation, and partici-
patory groundwater management practices.

The delegates were thanked for their active
participation and for sharing best practices in water
resources management. The presentations, encom-
passing a multitude of water issues and challenges,
were acknowledged as immensely valuable for all
G20 members. The commitment of India to collab-
orative scientific endeavors, rooted in the concepts
of 'Universal brotherhood & Collective wisdom,'
was highlighted, emphasizing the collective pursuit
of 'One Earth, One Family, and One Future.'

Following the session, delegates visited exhibi-
tion stalls showcasing the quality work in various
themes under the Ministry of Jal Shakti, including
Atal Jal, Swachh Bharat Mission, Jal Jeevan Mis-
sion, Namami Gange, Jal Shakti Abhiyan, Nation
Water Mission, etc. Excursion visits were then or-
ganized to sites demonstrating India's water man-
agement practices, including Adalaj Vav, showcas-
ing ancient water management practices, Sabarmati
Siphon illustrating India’s engineering prowess
with a tunnel under the Narmada river, Sabarmati
Escape facilitating safe canal evacuation in emer-
gencies, and Sabarmati River Front focusing on en-
vironmental improvement, social upliftment, and
sustainable development along the riverfront. The
G-20 summit and its success has strengthened the
peoples’ confidence in the central government re-
garding conservation of natural resources and espe-
cially water resources.

As known from reliable
sources, Tamil Nadu has made rainwater harvest-
ing mandatory and has achieved considerable de-
gree of success in it. The Kerala government has
also sought to strict measures to protect its water
resources. As a matter of fact, the ranking of Ker-
ala in water management index of NITI Aayog.
Detailed description of the measures of NITI

practices. Also, with the rise in environmental con-
sciousness in the post covid era, his works and ac-
tions have become more relevant and eye catching
in the contemporary scenario.

Besides this, there are several examples like
Rajendra Singh from Rajasthan and Simon Oraon
from Jharkhand have established themselves as
water conservation activists. Rajendra Singh has
also been awarded Magsaysay award for his water
conservation efforts.Water crisis problem can also
be handled by the agricultural department in an
amicable manner by the judicious use of water and
water resources over a long period of time. This
has been made possible by the use of rain water
harvesting too. Agriculture in Punjab and Haryana,
Rajasthan and Gujarat are burning examples.

The main challenges before the water conser-
vation project at the overall level are — to preserve
the existence of water resources, water pollution
and the rise of community awareness regarding it
and the most serious challenge- recognition and
generation, including preservation of drinking wa-
ter resources.

To help in this problem
Vidya Bhawan Society, Udaipur with collaboration
of Hindustan Zinc organizes a summer camp in the
month of May at the school campus for the students
of class IX and X of Rajasthan.

English language team organized the class of

thirty students in four to five groups randomly and
one person of the team introduced the topic of the
day. Then English worksheets were distributed
among the students. In each group one facilitator
helped the students in doing the worksheets. In de-
scriptive questions option of writing in their mother
tongue or Hindi was also given so that they could
at least attempt the worksheets. After completion,
discussion was followed. Students were provided
with grammatically right answers based on the
content described by the students in English, Hindi
or mother tongue (Marwari, Bagri) in the oral or
written form. Researcher who was one of the mem-
bers of English team observed that this strategy of
teaching English works effectively. Students at-
tempt to perform and learn in friendly environment.
Keywords:-Multilingual Setting, group activities,
teaching-learning strategy, English learning in rural
schools.
Introduction:-Language plays vital role in our life
not only for communication but also for thought
expression as well as acquiring the knowledge from
different fields. Rama Kant Agnihotri speaks about
the language, “it (language) has often been thought
of only as a means of communication. It is actually
much more than that. It is a marker of our identity
and a tool for the acquisition of most of knowledg-
es” (Agnihotri, 2001).

In school setup language as a subject is different
from the language of instruction in other subjects.
In Govt. schools of India, English is taught as
second or third language but medium of instruc-
tion is either Hindi or the other regional/state lan-
guage. It means each subject teacher is not only
her subject expert but she is also a language
teacher as she uses many terms and registers for
teaching her subjects. This way every teacher
teaches students language related to the subject.
Therefore, language is not just a means of com-
munication. All sources of knowledge are opened
through language. According to Agnihotri,
“language 1s central to all domains of
knowledge” (Agnihotri, 2015:1). He speaks about
the language that it should be across the curricu-
lum in the teaching learning process, as our
school system does provide space for three lan-
guage formulae, but language across the curricu-
lum has not yet get focus in school curriculum.
“Indian society is characterized by multilingual-
ism” (Pattnayak, 1984). There are many lan-
guages available in the classroom setting; differ-
ent style of a language is used by students for oral
expression at different places and in written ex-
pression; teachers also use different style of lan-
guage according to their subjects as well as their
own tongue (accent of a specific language) which
can be different from school language. Agnihotri
points out the importance of multilingual charac-
ter of classroom settings in these words,
“unmarked classroom in India is essentially mul-
tilingual and multicultural and these features can
be used as resources rather than seen as obsta-
cles” (Agnihotri, 1996).

Students of rural area schools face many
problems in getting of education. Most of the stu-
dents are first generation learners, have the
knowledge of their home tongue and own
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community culture. Medium of instruction is Hindi |

in most of the Govt. schools of North India. Hindi
is other than the home languages of the students of
these schools. They speak different style of Hindi
or the dialects of Hindi. These dialects are also
complete languages and have their own identity
which 1s different from Hindi. For example, Bagri,
Marwari, Braj-bhasha, and Avadhi are known as
the dialects of Hindi, but they are complete in their
own. We can see the wordily meaning of Braj-
bhasha: language of Braj state (Braj Pradesh ki
Bhasha), which means it is a complete language,
not a dialect. In the medieval period, Braj-bhasha
was the language of literature as well as administra-
tion. English is a foreign language for the students
of rural area Govt. schools. As we talk about ESL
(English as a second language), but for many of
these students, it is a third language. One of the big
problems for these students is to learn English in
their school days, mainly when they appear in ma-
tric board exams and show poor performance in
English, in comparison to other subjects.

Vidya Bhawan Society, Udaipur with collab-
oration of Hindustan Zinc organizes a summer
camp in the month of May at its school campus for
the students of class IX and X of Rajasthan, every
year. Purpose of the camp is to provide help these
students in improving the English language for
their board exams. Participating students have
come from the six districts of Rajasthan to Udaipur
for this residential camp. This camp is also orga-
nized to other places (sites of Hindustan Zinc) of
Rajasthan for those students who could not attend
this residential camp of Udaipur. Vidya Bhawan
Society, Udaipur invites volunteers from all over
India to facilitate these students.

As NCF 2005 recommends children’s mother
tongue as the medium of instruction. In this camp,
English language facilitators use Hindi and home
languages of the students to teach English. There-
fore, students feel comfort and proud for their
tongue, as recognition to their tongue is given in
the class. Many documents and educationist recom-
mend bilingualism/multilingualism as a means of
school learning because it is proved that bilingual

or multilingual children are more creative than
the monolingual children. They have control over
many languages which helps them in metalinguis-
tic awareness, critical thinking and comprehen-
sion (NCERT, 2006:21).

For teaching learning of English language,
Agnihotri recommends a pedagogy rooted in mul-
tilinguality that would ensure the emergence of
society that is marked not for its justice, equality,
liberty and care for others. It should also be a so-
ciety that encourages rationality and respect for
diversity. Main purpose of the language teaching
is to sustain multilinguality and motivate critical
thinking. It should encourage the ability of speak-
ing without effort, listening and understanding
with patience and learning to respect other lan-
guages (Agnihotri, 2010)

Objective of the study:-To observe the effective-
ness of use of Multilingual Setting with group ac-
tivities as a teaching-learning strategy in teaching
and learning of English (ESL) in rural school.
Research Methodology :-Researcher was one of
the members of English language team and
worked as a participant observer in the English
language class. Qualitative research methodology
was adopted for data collection and data analysis.
Researcher’s self-experience is documented in
this research paper. Researcher stayed at the resi-
dential camp and observed daily routine activi-
ties.English class was organized in four to five
groups. Four to five facilitators were present in
the class means at least one facilitator per group.
In English class other languages were also wel-
comed. Students-students, students-facilitators
interaction activities in English with the support
of Hindi or mother tongue of the students were
happened.

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Teaching learning strategy:-There was multilin- |

gual setting in the English language class. Students
belonged to six different districts of Rajasthan and
speak different styles of their local language and
Hindi for communication. Facilitators belonged to
different parts of India speak Hindi or English in
different styles. Though all facilitators did not
know the local language of Rajasthan but in ex-
plaining a concept or content, they encouraged stu-
dents to participate in their tongue. When any word
was not clear than facilitator asked students to ex-
plain that word in their own words. Afterward fa-
cilitator explained that in simple English.

As Anandalakshmy in ABL project (ability

based learning) mentioned teaching learning in
groups. Several children have the learning material
for working in their groups, when the teacher is en-
gaged with one group. In this approach the child
learns in self-directed way at her own pace, from
given systematic materials (Anandalakshmy,
2010). Like ABL in the English classes of summer
camp, language facilitators divided the class of 25-
30 students in 4-5 groups for teaching and learning
activities. Students in a group were free to discuss
and help each other in relation to the topic intro-
duced in the class. One of the facilitators intro-
duced the topic and discuss it with the class in gen-
eral. Then worksheets related to that topics were
distributed among students. Worksheets had differ-
ent types of question like: fill in the blanks, match-
ing, one-word answer, one-line answer, and de-
scriptive answer. In the descriptive type questions,
option of Hindi or Marwari/ Bagri was given for
writing the answers. Students were helped in
groups by the facilitators. After completion of
worksheets, discussion was followed with the
groups by facilitator. Students participated in dis-
cussion in their comfort language Hindi or
Marwari/ Bagri.
Results and discussion:-Students participated con-
fidently without fear in the teaching learning pro-
cess, as they had provided opportunities to talk or
to write in their comfort language. They can dis-
cuss, answer, respond, and write in Hindi or their
own tongue like Marwari, Bagri etc. When they

gave their answer, facilitator had provided them
simple English version of that answer. Students
and teachers both tried to participate in groups to
discuss the language learning problems of ESL.
In these classes, not only students learned but the
facilitators also learned many things from the stu-
dents.

No single method is completely good or bad
for teaching-learning a language. Therefore, a
combination of different methods of teaching
learning language was used instead of a single
method for learning English language in these
classes. This combination included translation
method, cognitive method, behavioristic method
etc. These classes were fully multilingual as stu-
dents were from the different district of Rajasthan
(having different language according to their dis-
trict) and facilitators were from different states of
India having different language ability. These
English classes were basically related to gram-
mar. Medium of instruction was Hindi but in
flexible tone so that it could include the variety of
students. With the help of students’ language and
cultural knowledge, English was taught.
Researcher who was from Delhi felt no problem
in interaction with students. Even facilitators who
belonged to south India and had little knowledge
of Hindi also enjoyed these multilingual classes
of English language learning. We all were facili-
tators as well as learners in these settings.
Conclusion and suggestions:-Researcher can
conclude that in the classroom teaching of not on-
ly English but in all subjects, teachers can use
group activities as teaching learning strategy by
making 4-5 groups of the students. As the teacher
knows the performance of the students of her
class, she can make mix group of sharp and low
students so that good discussion can be done. Af-
ter introducing the topic, she can go individually
to the groups one by one and observe their prob-
lems. At the end, whole class can get their solu-
tion from the teacher. Minor mistakes of spelling
or grammar may be ignored. In the last of the
class, grammatically right answer can be provid-

] ed by the teacher after making discussion in
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Regard to content and context of the answer
with students. It can reduce the over burden of the
teacher. Students feel happy with these activities as
it provides them opportunities to participate without
fear and to use their own comfort language in class.

For this teaching strategy events can be taken from
the textbooks or some worksheets can be developed
by the teacher herself. After discussing the print
material, teacher can use the language and cultural
knowledge of students as a study material to en-
courage them for participation.

In addition to standard crimes like as-
sault, robbery, sexual assault, murder, rape, kidnapping,
and other violent acts, Sutherland said that people from
higher social classes also do some antisocial things as
part of their job or business. People from the top classes,
as Sutherland calls them, include businesspeople as well.
Most developing countries have very high levels of white
-collar crime. This is because in these places, state cor-
ruption is at its worst. Crimes like these are often linked
to government leaders at all levels, from the bottom to
the top. Most of the news in India3 is about bank scams,
Hawala fraud, computer-generated crimes, crimes in
electronic banking, corporate frauds, fake coins and mon-
ey, doctors and drug companies cheating, business cor-
ruption, black money, misappropriation of government
funds, match fixing, and other crimes.

Recently, there have been more frauds by business en-
tries. The lies told by corporations will hurt the reputa-
tion of a country in a big way. India used to be a big
name in IT and information technology, but that image
was ruined when Ramalingam Raju of Satyam InfoTech
admitted that he lied on the company's books. The
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question of the role of accountants, shareholders, and top
management has been brought up. It's a nonviolent crime
group that wants to make money illegally.These crimes
have a direct effect on the economy of the country and the
public's trust. As a result, steps must be taken right away
to stop, identify, investigate, and prosecute economic
crimes so that they happen less often. People don't realize
how dangerous white-collar crime is, which makes it hard
to get to the bottom of it. It's more important to make peo-
ple awake. The country's lawmakers need to be informed
of how important it is to see that these kinds of high-tech
and economic crimes hurt society. A lot of people are not
guilty, and they don't realize how much economic crime
can affect their lives, finances, companies, families, or
privacy. To spot white-collar crime, you need to have a
strong background in inspection or accounting. This is
because con artists are very smart and can easily control
situations.

Review of the Literature-It's helpful to look back at rele-
vant research works in order to see what different re-
searchers have contributed.

To understand how new technologies are
changing things and how new white-collar crimes are
popping up, researchers looked at the Santhanam Com-
mittee's study and also looked into socio-economic
crimes. White-collar crimes are different because they
don't directly hurt one person, but they hurt everyone.
This 1s usually done to set the scene for a research prob-
lem or to find holes and flaws in previous studies that
make a new investigation necessary.
